The South Manchester Accident Rescue Team (SMART) was formed to deliver expert
medical aid to the scene of an accident. It has three main functions: (1) on-site medical care;
(2) interhospital transfer of critically ill and injured patients; and (3) provision of a site
medical officer and team to the scene of a disaster. The Team is based on senior doctors and
nurses. The Team has joint training sessions with local ambulance, police and fire authorities.
It trains its own members but also participates in ecucational activities within the University
>f Manchester Medical School and throughout the United Kingdori. The Team is part of
the British Association of Immediate Care Schemes (BASICS) and is partly funded by the
South Manchester Health Authority and charitable donations. The staff are National Health
Service employees, but give their time to the Rescue Team as an extra voluntary duty. The
members of the Team are actively involved in the UK initiative to establish a disaster co-
ordination centre to facilitate the co-ordination of rescue facilities throughout the UK and to
assist in sending miedical teams and rescue worhers abroad.
